As a result, over $3.2 million was brought back in to Stark County through refunds, Earned Income Tax Credits 

and Additional Child Tax Credits. 

• The fastest way to help someone in need is to have them call 2-1-1, the United Way of Greater Stark County’s 

referral system. Trained service specialists can answer questions on where to go for specific needs. In 2017, 2-1-

1 answered a total of 23,408 phone calls, live Chat sessions and emails from residents in Stark County. The top 

three basic needs are food, utility assistance and housing. 

• United Way of Greater Stark County takes great pride & fiduciary responsibility in making sure their overhead 

costs stay at 14.1%. This is lower than other United Ways our size and lower than the industry standard.  

• The estimated Return on Investment for every dollar given, $1.86 is returned to the community.
